There is also a spotlight on te reo Maori, with Maori
Language Week running from 9-15 September. This
is our chance to recognise the Maori language as a
unique taonga for all New Zealanders, with library
visitors even able to use a Reo Maori option on our
self-issue kiosks during the week.

Another highlight will be the events that have been
planned to mark the 50th anniversary this year of
Margaret Mahy’s A Lion in the Meadow — the first
book she ever had published. A giant copy of A Lion
in the Meadow will be travelling around the city’s
libraries and children will so have the chance to
dress up as their favourite character from one of
Margaret’s books and win a book prize at a special
event in December.
